You can also research articles or find

short.

Much of the content you put in your
newsletter can also be used for your
Web site. Microsoft Publisher offers a
simple way to convert your newsletter
to a Web publication. So, when you're
finished writing your newsletter, con-
vert it to a Web site and post it.

Organization

This would be a good place to insert a short paragraph

about your organization.

If your newsletter is folded and mailed,
this story will appear on the back. So,
it’s a good idea to make it easy to read
at a glance.

A question and answer session is a good
way to quickly capture the attention of
readers. You can either compile ques-
tions that you've received since the last
edition or you can summarize some
generic questions that are frequently
asked about your organization.

A listing of names and titles of manag-
ers in your organization is a good way
to give your newsletter a personal
touch. If your organization is small, you
may want to list the names of all em-
ployees.

If you have any prices of standard prod-
ucts or services, you can include a list-
ing of those here. You may want to re-

fer your readers to any other forms of
communication that you’ve created for
your organization.

You can also use this space to remind
